The Most Used Button
On the iPad and iPhone!

Hold down home button for 2 seconds to access Siri.
One long hold moves to first Home Screen.
Two quick taps reveals the Multitasking bar.
Three clicks gives special Accessibility features.
Two light taps accesses Reachability.
One click when locked brings up Music controls.
Two quick taps brings up Favorites and Recents.

Difference Between 
iPad and iPhone

1.  It hurts more to drop your iPad on your head than an iPhone. 

2.  iPad & iPhone do not share the same size factor. 

3.  iPhones always connect to the Internet!  You have a plan and a bill every 
month! 

4.  iPads can be purchased without a plan or bill every month! 

5.  Assuming you pay your bill…you can always make a call on an iPhone.



Missing Apps On The iPad
There are four [4] types of apps from the App Store.

Paid and free
iPad only apps

iPhone only apps
Universal apps that work on both iPad and iPhone

There is no native Weather app and no native calculator app. 
Both can be added! 

The “Personal Cookbook” app cannot be added to the iPhone
